NON-MEMBERS

line account to register.

Once all registered information has been completed in the online
portal, patrons may sign-up online beginning
May 1, 2026.

PLEASE NOTE: For new patrons, a current flu shot must be provided to
complete the registration process by uploading it to the online portal or
emailing it to 6fss.fsy.yp@us.af.mil. Your registration will not be pro-
cessed without also completing the CYPBMS parent portal requirements
of uploading payment information along with filling out

everything with a red asterisk.
